It later became the President’s Council on Sports, Fitness, and Nutrition,
which develops programmes for people of all ages and abilities and aims to
encourage Americans to lead a healthier life. The United States offers unlimited
opportunities to do sport. Team sports have been popular since colonial times. Baseball,

15 basketball and football arose from games brought to America by the first settlers in the 17th
century and have grown into the most typically American types of sport, played and watched by
millions of people.

Sports give teenagers the chance to get fit, learn the value of fair play, achieve their aims and have
fun. More than 50 per cent of the boys and girls in high school are members of sports teams.

20 Sportsalso play animportantrole in everyday life at American colleges and universities. Many in-
stitutions offer scholarships to students who are both academically qualified and skilled at a par-
ticular kind of sport. So students can play for a college team, “earning” the money they need for
a college education.

Different rituals have developed around sports competitions. The local high school football or

25 basketball game represents the biggest event of the week for many communities across the US.
Important competitions are accompanied by parades and cheerleading shows and fans of univer-
sity and professional football teams meet outside stadiums for a picnic lunch before kick-off.
The Super Bowl, the championship game of the National Football League, is surrounded by
shows featuring pop and rock stars, and many Americans celebrate it with parties in front of
